In keeping with Oakland East Bay Symphony (OEBS) Music Director and Conductor Michael Morgan’s mission to foster young symphonic performers, the soloist for the upcoming April 25 concerts is violinist Owen Dalby, the winner of the Symphony’s 2003 Young Artist Competition.  On the occasion of Dalby’s orchestral debut, he will perform Felix Mendelssohn’s beloved Violin Concerto in E minor.  

Dalby is currently in his sophomore year at Yale University, where he is studying violin.  He began his early musical training at the age of five in Hong Kong, and upon moving to the East Bay, studied with Anne Crowden.  He was named concertmaster of the San Francisco Symphony Youth Orchestra in 2001, and has performed in master classes with such renowned violinists as Pamela Frank, Joseph Silverstein, Nina Bodnar, and SF Symphony concertmaster Alexander Barantschik.  Dalby is an avid chamber musician and has twice attended the Aspen Music Festival and School, in addition to performing with various national chamber music festivals, and with the New York String Orchestra at Carnegie Hall under Jaime Laredo.  

Maestro Morgan will also lead the OEBS musicians in Franz Josef Haydn’s rarely heard operatic Overture to L’Isola Disabitata (The Deserted Island).

On Sunday, April 25 at 3 p.m., the City of Richmond will present “Family Day at the Symphony” with Maestro Morgan and the Oakland East Bay Symphony. The concert will include choral works featuring Contra Costa College Gospel choir and Easter Hill United Methodist Church.   This program will be presented at the Richmond Memorial Auditorium, 403 Civic Center Plaza, and is offered free to the public.
