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	Consider amending Chapter 9.20, Solid Wastes, to provide a reward for information resulting to the arrest of a person who has violated Chapter 9.20 and ultimately pays an fine or fee. 
A similar provision ids found in Chapter 9.42, Graffiti.

There would be cost implication for the City since the reward would only be paid after the City successfully collects a fine. Presumably, the dumper would not have been caught without the information provided, so the City would forego no revenue that would otherwise occur.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF RICHMOND AMENDING SECTION 9.20.210 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF SAID CITY PERTAINIG TO PENALTIES FOR ILLEGAL SIOLID WASTE DUMPING AND AUTHORIZING REWARDS

The Council of the City of Richmond do ordain as follows:

Section 9.20.210, is hereby amended as follows:

9.20.210 Penalties.

(a) In addition to all other remedies and penalties available under this Chapter, under other sections of this Code, or under other laws, any person who violates the provisions of this Chapter shall be guilty of an infraction for each day such violation continues and shall be subject to the penalties set forth in Section 1.04.100 of this Code, except that a violation may be charged as a misdemeanor pursuant to express language contained in other sections of this Chapter or may, alternatively, be charged as a misdemeanor pursuant to the provisions of Section 1.04.140 of this Code.

(b) In addition to all other remedies and penalties available under this Chapter, under other sections of this Code or under other laws, any violation of this Chapter may be enforced by injunction issued by the Superior Court upon a suit brought by the City.

(c) In addition to all other remedies and penalties available under this Chapter, under other sections of this Code or under other laws, in a civil action brought in any court of competent jurisdiction by or on behalf of the City, any person who violates Section 9.20.050 of this chapter shall be liable to the City for the costs incurred by the City, including administrative costs, in removing, abating and properly disposing of any solid wastes which have been thrown, placed, scattered or deposited on public property in violation of Section 9.20.050. In any action brought pursuant to this subsection, upon proof that the solid wastes found on public property were previously under the possession or control of any person, a rebuttable presumption shall arise that said person violated Section 9.20.050 by throwing, placing, scattering or depositing solid wastes on public property or by causing or permitting the solid waste to be thrown, placed, scattered or deposited on the public property by or through an employee, agent, representative or anyone acting for or on behalf of that person. Said presumption may be rebutted by evidence that the person took adequate precaution to ensure that the solid wastes would be properly disposed of in an approved solid waste landfill or through the collector authorized by this Chapter. Said evidence may include a receipt for the waste issued by an approved solid waste landfill.

(d) In any action brought pursuant to subsection (b) or subsection (c) of this section, civil penalties may also be sought by the City, as specified in Section 1.04.150 of this Code.
(3) The City Manager is authorized and directed to pay as a reward a sum equal to 25 percent of the penalty or fine actually paid by a person cited for violating this Chapter 9.20, in the aggregate per case, where a claim for reward is made, for information leading to the arrest and successful collection of a fine or fee.
